Re: AP PSYCHOLOGY SYLLABUS 2009-10

Course Description:  The Advanced Placement Psychology course is a one year course which is equivalent to
an introductory college course in psychology. According to the AP Psychology Course Description, “It is
designed to introduce students to the systematic and scientific study of the behavior and mental processes of
human beings and other animals. Students are exposed to the psychological facts, principles, and phenomena
associated with each of the major subfields within psychology. They also learn about the ethics and methods
psychologists use in their science and practice.” (College Board, May 2008/May, 2009).

The Course Description and Syllabus has been developed in accordance with the most recent AP
Psychology curricular and resource requirements, specified by the College Board, and this course and teacher
have been authorized. All students will write the AP Psychology exam. A Mock AP exam in early April will count
as the course’s final exam, along with the AP Psychology exam, and will serve as preparation for the actual
exam, scheduled for May 11, 2010. Students will be required to complete a significant research paper and
deliver a report on it orally, and to submit a Portfolio of work, which includes representative assignments, tests,
quizzes and essay given during each semester. The course requires students to complete diverse, challenging
and wide ranging assignments.

GOAL: To learn about the field of psychology through in-depth study, discussion and hands-on activities.
Students will study the major core concepts and theories of psychology, will be able to define key terms and use
them in everyday vocabulary. Students will learn the basic skills of psychological research and be able to apply
psychological concepts to their own lives and develop critical thinking and writing skills. Students will take the
AP Psychology examination in May, 2010.

Grading Policy : Grades are determined by the accumulation of coursework assignments as follows:

Tests/ Quizzes/ Essays 70%
Classwork (includes Participation) 20%
Homework / Portfolio /Journal 10%

Grades are based primarily on quizzes and tests, completion of individual assignments, group collaborative
work and classroom attitude and participation. The class is highly interactive, so students must come to class
prepared (i.e., having read the assignment in advance), able to discuss the material with colleagues.
Attendance does affect academics, including group collaborative projects and other assignments which will be
performed and completed in class. Assignments will have individual rubrics, expectations and grades, and
points will be deducted for lack of preparation, response and/or engagement in the activities. The course is
cumulative, culminating in the AP Psychology exam, scheduled for Tuesday, May 11, 2010. The Grading Scale,
which is:

We encourage individual
reading of both fiction and non-fiction books and magazine articles within the broad topic of psychology. A book
list is available and extra credit is given for written book reports. Please note: extra credit does not replace
normal assignments. They help the student who may be bordering between grades (a B+ and an A or C+ and a
B) to achieve the higher grade.

SCORING GUIDELINES
AP RUBRIC SCORES CONVERTED TO ESSAY GRADES

AP Revision Policy: For most assignments, except final or exam grades, students will have an opportunity to
revise their essays after peer editing and/or scoring, before submission to teacher for final grading. After
teacher grading and feedback, students will have opportunities to re-submit a revised essay, with the original
essay attached, accompanied by a reflection which indicates student’s self assessment of their performance,
what they've changed (and why) in the revision, what they're unhappy with, and what goals they are setting for
the next essay.

Each essay will have a possible point total which is determined by the call of the questions (identified in the
prompt). The essay will be scored according to the AP Rubric for that specific exam essay. The score will be
converted to a number out of 100; and the scale will be adjusted to a more rigorous scale as the year
progresses so students can demonstrate their mastery of skills and proficiency in preparation for the AP exam. .
